1. Feelings

2. Circumstances        
 "Elijah stood there…a mighty windstorm hit the mountain…but the LORD was not in the wind.  

And after  
 the earthquake there was a fire, but the LORD was not in the fire. And after the fire there was 
  the sound of a gentle whisper" (1 Kings 19:11,12) 
 

3. Religious Appearances

I Can Recognize God’s Voice By Asking: 

 

1. Does The Content Match What God’s Already Said? 
“Oh that my actions would consistently reflect your decrees!…I will study your commandments 
  and reflect on your ways…teach me your principles”  (Psalm 119:5,15,26) 

 

2. Does The Style Sound Like Jesus?     

 "But the wisdom that comes from heaven is first of all pure. It is also peace loving, gentle  
at all times, and willing to yield to others. It is full of mercy and good deeds. It shows no  
 partiality and is always sincere" (James 3:17)
